	The master degree program of academic studies in Petroleum Engineering is characterized by a flexible curriculum that provides students with a general upgrading of engineering education that is completely directed towards specific specialties.

The curriculum of master degree program has a clearly defined structure that consists of a compulsory and elective courses. The plan of the study program envisages five compulsory subjects and 7 elective subjects within 3 blocks with 2 to 3 subjects per block, with a single load of 2 +2 and 6 ECTS. First semester comprises 3 compulsory courses and two electives (selected from the five offered courses), and the second semester 2 compulsory courses, one elective (selected from 2 offered courses), final paper work worth 4 ECTS and a final paper of 8 ECTS.
